	1.2 Guest Speakers 
	Census: Amy Donnelly & Georgia Chapman
Census day – Tuesday 9 August 2011.

Georgie Chapman spoke about getting quality census data.  Looking at breaking down barriers to taking information for census.

Amy is doing a pilot literacy strategy for census taking.

Targeting supporting literacy to enable people to take part in census.

Census information is not disclosed to other agencies, and would like service providers to send this message to community.

JRS and LINC working with providing literacy support during Tuesday 9 August – Census day. 

Don’t promote through other departments as it them looks like there is collusion.

Suggestions:

Sending a message of what is the reason why the gov. need census, and how it is beneficial for the community.

Would like support agencies to support the census process.  It is vital to send the message of trust to ensure we have as many participants as possible.

Georgie will send hard copy information for Census out to Cathy Harper.

Will also be sending details of the literacy sessions which will be available in this community.  These sessions will be available during day and night.

Also ecentre census information is available – and this does not require a return visit from census collectors.

Flow chart will be available to service providers who are supporting literacy census collection.

Youth /Community Involvement:  BBQ report – Robyn Bishop.  

Having a BBQ once a week in the Rose Garden at the Community Health Centre.

BBQ have had a positive effect as there are more young people coming.

Gathering information from the young people in the area.  Would like to feed the information from these groups into big picture organisational process.

Feedback from the children is positive.  Conversations are helpful breaking down barriers, and stereotypes.  This assists to build rapport – and start to understand some of the issues youth are facing, and introduce ourselves.  

The BBQ has also assisted in building the relationship between staff at the Health Centre and Young People.  It has changed the established routine of moving young people on from the grounds, and is looking at strengthening ties and relationships.  Alicia has been instrumental in making this a positive experience for both staff and young people.

Brighton Bowls Club

Doug Holloway is concerned that the bowls club is being underutilised.  Would like to start up a Bare foot Bowls club and would like to invite community leaders and members to come to participate.  The club would like to see the community leaders come to the club first and start a roster and then start to draw in the young people.

Have tried letter drops; letters in school newsletters; Brighton news; individually approached local business etc, but so far not really getting a response.

Careful to keep young people separate from adults when alcohol is being sold.

At the moment only Saturday and Wednesday afternoons is being used by the club.  Could be possible to organise other events during other days.

Evening bowls would be on a Wednesday evening – Bare foot Bowls to start in summer time at around 5pm around early October.  Need around 4 people for a team.

Costs would probably be around $5 and this would include a drink and a sausage.

Bowls centre is also available for hire for groups.

Possible for small groups of youth to visit and have a taster – would need to know when and how many were coming.  Club members would work out cost, but is may be around $20 per hour.

Young People’s Community Network

Discussed  Youth Drop in Centre and how this is still a need identified by Youth in the area.

BBQ for Youth at the Community Health Centre.

Michelle from Red Cross invited anyone who is interested to attend.

Keeping Brighton Alive Alive:

Cathy commented that there was a great turnout.

Cathy recognised that there are some issues that the workshop which were raised and have been addressed such as:

A larger number of community events eg. Street cricket, bbqs, Jordan River Festival.

Andrea questioned whether we could pool small funding bites and put together to use in events.

Looking and planning ahead with a community calendar.

Concern of reduction of arts and cultural events.

Robyn Black suggested an electronic calendar.  Robyn Bishop has already started one and we could start with that and look at what is missing and add to it.

Cathy to contact Robyn to share this electronically. 

Cathy suggested that we have a working committee which would include community members to look at some of these issues which have been raised.

Brighton Alive members request Ron and Jeanine (Council) attend the next Brighton Alive meeting to share and provide information regarding Brighton Council response to the recommendations from the recreational review.

Marie requested that representatives be asked to attend Brighton Alive from JRLF.  Steve Lewis said that the students have been voted in and will organise for some students to attend.

JRS:
