	1.2 Guest Speakers 
	Kate Lowe – Trade Training Centre
Kate reported on the first year of operation for the Centre.  An offer was made to anyone who has not yet been through the building to be shown through.  Various pre-employment and trade taster courses and programs have been held this year.  181 students, (mostly locals) but also from several outlying schools have attended.  The Trade Training Centre has experienced a high success rate for students gaining employment in the local area.  

Peter Middleton – Volunteering Tasmania Workshop
Peter reminded those present of a workshop on the new Work Health and Safety laws which are being implemented on 1 January 2012.  This workshop is being run in partnership with Worksafe Tasmania and will inform on the new act and how it will affect organisations that utilise volunteers.  Bookings are essential to attend the workshop being held in Hobart on 13 December.

Michael Christie and Dennis Crispin – Brighton Alive Mission Statement and Logo
After discussion around both the mission statement and logo it was put to a vote and the consensus reached was that the following would be adopted.

‘Brighton Alive is an open collective of organisations and community members that supports, connects and enhances the lives of people in the Brighton Municipality through sharing information, facilitating the coordination of services, developing partnerships and pursuing opportunities.’

Rebecca Urie/Dennis Crispin – Backyard Gardening
Red Cross are establishing a program to assist people to develop a vegetable garden in their backyards.  This program is being run in assistance with Tim from the Riverside Nursery.

Sonya Williams - Community BBQ Cris Fitzpatrick Park/Tottenham Road
Discussion regarding holding a family BBQ and street cricket day at the park, Sonya mentioned residents often approach her asking why these events are being held any more and that they would like to see them return.  Many present were keen to develop the idea and hold information sessions and booths from service providers as well as getting the Fire Service and Army etc involved.

The idea progressed to having a Jordan River Festival and for a project group to be formed to organise  for March 2012 which will coincide with celebrations for the formal opening of the Jordan River Learning Federation buildings, and the Child and Family Centre and Linc offices.   This project group will meet in the staff room at the JRLF 9.00am 22 November 2011.
A BBQ and street cricket day will be organised prior to this event, Alysse Gavlik to be consulted.

Marie Bennett – Whispers in the Wind update

YPIA have decided that the question of “where to now” with the Whispers in the Wind video is up to the service providers and Brighton Alive members.  It is felt YPIA have done their part in producing the film and providing the opportunity for youth to voice their concerns regarding the issue and not it is up to the community to listen and take it further.  At the last meeting members nominated if they were interested in promoting the idea and there will now be a meeting called with those interested to discuss options.

Damian Williams – YPCN update.

Damian advised the group that the Youth Week Grant  had been submitted, the title “Tattoo health not tattoo harm”.  Two aspects to the program, 1.  Mobile Display – “The Good and The Bad”, and an event with some presenters such as a henna artist, body artist and tattooist.

	Lisa Rudd – Ernest Sirolli Workshop
Lisa will forward details of a workshop being held next week in the city that would be good for members to attend.  Suggested that the group could arrange to go for lunch after the workshop.

Robyn Bishop – Knitting Group

Robyn advised those present of the knitting group’s raffle and showed the prizes.  Also brought in a bag with 43 beanies that have been knitted and will be presented to asylum seekers at the Pontville detention centre.

Also the group are participating in the Brighton Bowls Barefoot competition, which is part of how well the group is developing and expanding their experience in the community.

Robyn also advised that Heather (from the Health Centre) is currently working on a film documentary with community members with the topic of general attitudes towards the asylum seekers at Pontville.

Dennis Crispin – Brighton Community News stories

Dennis reported that two stories were submitted for the paper in this current edition and would like Brighton Alive members to put forward suggestions for future stories.

Margie Nolan – Child and Family Centre

Margie reminded those present of the BBQ planned for this Friday which is being held to advise the community of what is happening with the Child and Family Centre.
Good Beginnings terrapin building are looking for financial support to be able to hire artists to paint their building, the charge for the artist is $300/day, and they would like to get seven days support.
Kate Lowe – Trade Training Centre, Transport improvements

Kate advised the group that the Training Centre are approaching DIER in an endeavour to get the public transport to Bridgewater improved.  They have found that for many students and also workers in the area, that public transport is not focused on Bridgewater as a destination point and that many travellers have to go to Glenorchy or the City and then catch further transport and back track to reach Bridgewater.  She would like the group to provide feedback on a letter she will circulate.

Steve Lewis – Jordan River Learning Federation

Oral health will be returning on 2 December, two days a week.

The federation report will be in the December edition of the Brighton Community News.

Rebecca Urie – Training provision in Foodsense Facilitiating.

Rebecca reminded the group of the flyer that was previously circulated and would like members to consider attending.

Kel Hodge – Uniting Care

Kel introduced himself to the group and is interested in forming partnerships, particularly in the Gagebrook area.  He is keen to see their building used for community building projects.
